 Personal achievements 

 Insight and content of essay – “What Being Tall Means to Me”  (one page typed using 12 point 
New Times Roman font)  

 Recommendation letters (letters to colleges are acceptable)  

 Recent photograph of applicant 

 Release form to publish the essay and/or photo (optional)  

 

Finalists may be invited to participate in a panel interview with the STC scholarship committee. At that 
time candidates will be measured to confirm that they meet the height requirements.
